A technical report consists of full sentence paragraphs made up of the information needed for a teacher to assess your finished product. This report is also important for the student to embrace what it is he/she is learning by writing it down and having the information in case of future use.

Title Page (6)

The title page is used to grab the attention of the reader. As such, it should contain some form of illustration that appeals to the reader. It should also contain the name of the report, the name(s) of the person(s) who produced the report, for whom the report has been prepared, and the date of production

2.
Problem Statement (2)

The problem statement describes the identified needs and situation of the project at hand. This statement is very brief (approximately one or two sentences). (What the task entails)

3.
Design Criteria (3)

This section outlines the set of factors that influence the design (e.g., reason for story/animation, devices used (in depth), location of creation.). This section guides the design. There should be as much detail as known stated here.

4.
Procedure Notes (10) 

This is an in-depth account of the process used in the design and fabrication of the finished assignment. The sentences in each paragraph should be kept short and to the point. It describes the route used to determine the solution to the design challenge, including research conducted, sources of information, brainstorming. Remember the: Who, What, Where, When, Why. STATED SHOULD BE THE FULL STEPS ON HOW YOU CAME ABOUT YOUR FINAL PRODUCT!

6.
Drawings or Illustrations (3)

Include all drawings or illustrations that were used in the development and fabrication of the project. This includes rough sketches, storyboards, technical drawings, illustrations, and/or photographs. Ensure all drawings are properly labelled and descriptive.

7.
Conclusion (5)

Describe the results of the process of finding a solution to the design challenge. A description on how each of the design criteria was met (or not). Describe possible improvements or modifications for future work. Suggest other users or situations that may benefit from your research and/or testing. Explain the most complicated and the least complicated portions of your assignment. 

As well, state in depth what each person.in the group was responsible for – and out of 10 marks – describe the mark they deserve and why.
